SUBJECT: Business Improvement District #1 Assessment

Recommendation: Approve Resolution 2026-039 levying a special tax and assessment
on Business Improvement District #1 Properties in the amount of $69,487.84

Background:

In December of 2023, City Council authorized the continuation of the Business Improvement
District #1 (BID #1) in Downtown Fremont for an additional five years. As a part of the
continuation of the BID #1, a special assessment is levied each year. The current assessment
is $120 per every $100,000 in assessed value; with properties in the District Core being
assessed at $160 per $100,000 in assessed value.

The proposed assessments are for the following activities within the District: Retention and
Recruitment, Downtown Beautification, Implementation and Maintenance, and Promotion and
Marketing.

Resolution 2026-039 levies assessments set by the City Council sitting as a Board of
Equalization for Business Improvement District #1 in the amount of $69,487.84.

Fiscal Impact: BID#1 Potential revenue in the amount of $69,487.84.

Recommendation: Hold first reading of Ordinance 5734, approving a zoning text
change (request to suspend rules and move to third reading)

Background: :

A request by Alex Henry, Rainwood Development Partners, for a Zoning Text
Change so that “Education Facility, Primary & Secondary” use can be considered
as substantially similar to the “Education Facility, College, University, and
Vocational Use,” which would allow the Primary & Secondary Education use with
the approval of a Conditional Use Permit in GC Zoning District.

The UDC defines Educational Facilities as a public, parochial, or private institution that provides educational
instruction to students with the two following subcategories.

1. Primary and Secondary. Educational facilities including elementary schools, junior high schools, and
senior high schools as well as customary accessory uses such as unlit athletic fields, playgrounds,
and temporary classrooms.

2. College, University, and VVocational. Facilities for post-secondary education including classrooms,
laboratories, offices, dining halls, auditoriums, stadiums, and field houses.

A. Educational Facility - College, University, Vocational Schools. Any educational facility
building that exceeds the height of an adjacent residential dwelling by more than one (1) story shall
provide at least one (1) of the height transitions detailed below:

1. Provide a step down in height along the shared property line to meet the height of
the building on an applicable property for a minimum of fifty (50) percent of the
facade.

2. Increase the setback by ten (10) feet for each story exceeding the height of the
adjacent residential dwelling. The increased setback shall be applied to the building
facade adjacent to the residential dwelling.

3. Provide a Landscape Transition Zone at the subject property line adjacent to the residential
dwelling.

B. Educational Facility — Primary and Secondary Schools. Any educational facility building that
exceeds the height of an adjacent residential dwelling by more than one (1) story shall provide at
least one (1) of the height transitions detailed below:

1. Provide a step down in height along the shared property line to meet the height of
the building on an applicable property for a minimum of fifty (50) percent of the
facade.

2. Increase the setback by ten (10) feet for each story exceeding the height of the
adjacent residential dwelling. The increased setback shall be applied to the building
facade adjacent to the residential dwelling.

3. Provide a Landscape Transition Zone according to Section 11-603: Landscape, at the subject
property line adjacent to the residential dwelling.
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Staff Recommendation for the text UDC Amendment
The Planning Commission unanimously to recommend approval.

Staff recommends adding Conditional Use Permits to “Education Facility, Primary and Secondary” in
the Neighborhood Commercial and General Commercial Districts in Table 11-501(B) as highlighted

below.

ORDINANCE NO. 5730 AS IT PERTAINS TO UNIFIED DEVELOPMENT CODE
UPATE; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH,;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Fremont, Nebraska, seeks to promote the
health, safety, morals, and the general welfare of the community; and

WHEREAS, the request is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan; and,

WHEREAS, Primary and Secondary Educational Facilities are compatible with the uses
in the Neighborhood and General Commercial Zoning Districts; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing on the proposed Zoning Text Change was held by the
Planning Commission on February 16, 2026, at which time they voted 6-0 to
recommend approval, and;

WHEREAS, a public hearing on the proposed Unified Development Code Text
Amendment was held by the City Council on February 24, 2026; and

WHEREAS, the City has determined that such proceedings were in compliance with
Neb. Rev. Stat. §19-904 pertaining to zoning regulations and restrictions;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
FREMONT, NEBRASKA, AS FOLLOWS:

The 2025 Unified Development Code, City of Fremont, Dodge County, Nebraska
be amended as follows.

SECTION 1. UNIFIED DEVELOPMENT CODE AMENDMENT. That the attached
Exhibit A, Institutional Use portion of Table 11-501(B) be amended to include
Education Facility, Primary and Secondary as Conditional Use Permits in the
Neighborhood and General Commercial Districts.

SECTION 2. REPEALER. That the Unified Development Code referred to by
Ordinance No. 5730 or any other section of said ordinance in conflict with this
ordinance is hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SEVERABILITY. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase,
or portion of this Ordinance, or application hereof, is for any reason held invalid or
unconstitutional by any Court, such portion or application shall be deemed a
separate, distinct, and independent provision, and such holding shall not affect the
validity of the remaining portions or application hereof.



SECTION 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from

and after its passage, approval, and publication as required by law.

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PARKING SPACE AGREEMENT

This Parking Space Agreement (Agreement) is made and entered into on the 15th day of
March 2026, by and between the City of Fremont (Owner) and Kiel's Barber Shop (Lessee)
(collectively Parties).

1. RECITALS

1.1.Licensee wishes to lease public parking spaces from Owner for the following
purpose(s):

1.1.1. Kiel's Barber Shops Race Car Family Day; and
1.2.0wner is willing to lease the following public parking space(s):
1.2.1. Parking lot on the northwest corner of Park and 6th Street; and
1.3. Therefore, in consideration of the foregoing recitals and of the mutual covenants,

terms, conditions and remuneration herein provided, and the rights and obligations
created hereunder, the Parties agree as follows:

. DEFINITIONS

2.1.For the purposes of this Agreement, the following terms, phrases, words, and their
derivations, shall have the meaning given herein, unless more specifically defined
within a specific Article or Section of this Agreement. When not inconsistent with the
context, words used in the present tense include the future tense, words in the plural
number include the singular number, and words in the singular number include the
plural number. The words "shall" and “will” are mandatory and “may” is permissive.
Words not defined shall be given their common and ordinary meaning.

2.2.Parking space: means a space authorized for public parking on a public street or in
a public parking lot.

2.3.0wner’s Facilities: means all public streets or public parking lots owned by the City.

. SCOPE

3.1.Grant of Lease. Subject to the provisions of this Agreement, Owner hereby grants to
Lessee a lease authorizing the use of Owner’s facilities to Lessee for the
purpose(s) stated above.

3.2.No Interference With Core Utility Service Requirements. Nothing contained in this
Agreement shall limit Owner’s right to use its facilities to fulfill its own public
service re requirements consistent with its obligations under relevant law.




3.3.Access to Right-of-Way. Owner shall grant Lessee nondiscriminatory access to
its rights-of-way. This obligation extends to rights-of-way Owner owns and/or has
the right to authorize the use by the Lessee. For rights-of-way to which Owner does not
have the right to authorize the use by the Lessee, Lessee shall obtain such consent as is
necessary from the owner of the right-of-way.

4. TERM

4.1. This Agreement shall continue in force and effect the day of the proposed event, from
8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. The agreement may be terminated by either party for cause
at any time upon 10-day written notice to the notice to the other party. The
Lessee shall have a 10-day grace period to cure the cause of the default. If the
cause is not cured to the satisfaction of the Owner within the grace period, the
agreement shall terminate 10-days thereafter.

5. ASSIGNMENT OF RIGHTS

5.1.Lessee may not assign or transfer this Agreement unless approved in writing by the
Owner.

6. INDEMNIFICATION

6.1.Damage. Lessee agrees to take reasonable care to avoid damaging Owner’s
Facilities and property of others.

6.1.1. Lessee agrees to reimburse Owner for all reasonable costs incurred by
Owner for the physical repair of damage to Owner’s Facilities caused by
Lessee’s negligence.

7. INSURANCE

7.1.Insurance. Lessee shall carry insurance to protect the Parties hereto from and
against any claims, demands, actions, judgements, costs, expenses and liabilities of
every kind and nature which may arise or result, directly or indirectly, from or by
reason of such loss, injury or damage. The amount of such insurance against liability
due to damage to property shall be no less than $1,000,000.00 as to any one accident
and $1,000,000.00 in aggregate; and against liability due to injury to or death of
persons no less than $1,000,000.00 as to any one person and $1,000,000.00 to any
one accident. Lessee shall also carry Workmen’s Compensation insurance as
required by applicable Nebraska Statutes. Lessee shall provide certificates of
insurance to the Owner verifying the coverages required under this agreement and
that it will not cancel or change any such policy except after thirty days’ notice to the
Owner.

8. APPLICABLE LAW

8.1.The provisions of this Agreement are subject to the laws of the State of Nebraska.

Background: The USS Fremont was fully commissioned on November 23, 1943. The
USS Fremont was an attack personnel ship that participated in invasions at Saipan,
Solomon Island, Leyte Gulf, lwo Jima during World War Il and landed American marines in
the Middle East during the Lebanon Crisis in 1958. The vessel was decommissioned in
1969.

In the spring of 1974, the bell from the USS Fremont was presented by the US Navy to the
City of Fremont in a ceremony at the Louis E May Museum and placed on display at the
Pathfinder Hotel in downtown Fremont. The bell survived the devastating disaster at the
hotel in January 1976. The bell, minus its frame, was recovered from the rubble of the
destroyed hotel and restored by the local Naval Reserve unit. It was put back on display in
the Fremont Municipal Building at 725 N Park Ave.

In 1993, this building became the Fremont Police Department, and the bell has been
under the care of the Police/911 Center and on public display since that time.

The 911 Director files annual reports and photos with the Naval History and Heritage
Command. The loan agreement with NHHC is due for renewal

The agreement conditions have been reviewed by the legal department.

WITNESSETH, that for the consideration hereinafter mentioned, the contractor agrees to furnish
at his own expense and cost, all tools, labor, and materials required to complete the project titled
2026 PAVEMENT REHAB per the Plans and Specifications, copies of which have been furnished, as though
fully set forth herein.

It is further agreed that the contractor shall furnish the City with Performance, Payment and
Maintenance bonds for a period of one (1) year past the completion of the project, in a sum equal to
one-hundred percent (100%) of the contract price; bearing date of , 2026,
conditioned for the payment of all laborers and mechanics for the labor that will be performed and for
the payment of material which is actually used in the performance of the terms of this contract; and also
shall well and faithfully keep and perform all the terms of this contract; and shall protect and indemnify
and save harmless the said CITY OF FREMONT, NEBRASKA against any and all claims, loss or damage of
whatever kind, nature or character, incident to said work.

In consideration of the completion of all work herein embraced in a good and workmanlike
manner, to the satisfaction of the City Engineer and approval of the Mayor and City Council, the CITY OF
FREMONT, NEBRASKA agrees to pay the CONTRACTOR in the manner provided in the specifications and
per the Proposal submitted by the CONTRACTOR, dated , 2026, attached
hereto as part of the Agreement for a total amount of $300,777.10

The CONTRACTOR shall register and use a Federal Immigration Verification System to determine
the work eligibility status of newly hired employees’ physically performing services within the State of
Nebraska. The prime Contractor shall contractually require every subcontractor to register with and use
a Federal Immigration Verification System to determine the work eligibility status of a newly hired
employee physically performing services within the State of Nebraska.

The Federal Immigration Verification System shall be an electronic verification of the work
authorization program of the Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigration Responsibility Act of 1996, 8
U.S.C. 13244, known as the E-Verify Program. The CONTRACTOR may use an equivalent Federal Program
designated by the United States Department of Homeland Security or other Federal Agency authorized to
verify the work eligibility status of a newly hired employee.

The City of
Fremont shall retain 10% on finished work and delivered materials. The retainage on finished work shall
drop to 5% once the project is satisfactorily 90% or more substantially complete in accordance with the
contract and the OWNER is able, upon the determination of the City, to occupy or utilize the project for
its intended use.

All certificates for payment submitted by the CONTRACTOR to the OWNER shall be broken down
into (1) Material Costs; (2) Labor and all Other Costs.

The CONTRACTOR also agrees to complete the work of commencing construction and regardless
of start date shall have the project completed on or prior to November 15, 2026. The CONTRACTOR’S
failure to substantially complete the work within contract time or to achieve substantial completion as set
forth herein shall result in Contractor paying liquidated damages as set forth in this section.

The invalidity of any portion of this Agreement shall not prevent the remainder from being carried
into effect. Whenever the context of any provision shall require it, the singular number shall be held to
include the plural number, and vice versa, and the use of any gender shall include the other gender. The
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paragraph and section headings in this Agreement contained are for convenience only, and do not
constitute a part of the provisions hereto. Any failure by either party to this agreement to enforce its
rights herein shall not constitute a waiver of enforcement of the terms of this Agreement.
